Soren Kierkegaard, famous Danish
theologian and philosopher, once
wrote: “It is well known that Christ
consistently used the expression
“follower.” He mnever asks for
admirers, worshippers, or adhe-
rents. No, he calls disciples. It is not
adherents of a teaching but followers
of a life Christ is looking for... Christ
claimed to be the way and the truth
and the life (Jn 14:6). For this reason
he could never be satisfied with
adherents who in their lives ignored
it or let things take their usual
course. His whole life on earth, from
beginning to end, was destined to
have followers and to make admirers
impossible.

What’s the difference between an
admirer and a follower? A follower is
or strives to be what he admires. An
admirer, however, keeps himself
personally detached. He fails to see
that what is admired involves a claim
upon him, and thus he fails to be or
strive to be what he admires...
Christ’s life...makes it manifest,
terrifyingly manifest, what dreadful
untruth it is to admire the truth
instead of following it.”

Jesus calls us to follow, not to admire
from a safe distance, not to come and
worship him then go and live like we
want. Do you want to be a follower
of Jesus? Then follow him. Plain and
simple.

A Reading from Epistle of St. Paul to the Galatians 2:16-20: Brothers and
Sisters, yet we know that a person is justified not by the works of the law
but through faith in Jesus Christ. And we have come to believe in Christ
Jesus, so that we might be justified by faith in Christ, and not by doing the
works of the law, because no one will be justified by the works of the law.
